Samuel Stauffer was a clock maker from 1792 to
1807 who also worked with the Manheim
clockmaker, Christian Eby. The only known
Stauffer clock in this area is located at the
Hershey Museum (marked number 34). The
above example was recently found in the newly
established antique shop of a retired dentist and
long-time collector in the Hanover area.

This example of Stauffer’s work boasts a pewter
decorated iron dial facing brass works. The clock
stands 94 %2” high in a walnut case. Unusual
features of the case inclutiee flame finials and
left-hand mounted door hinges for the
illuminated dial. The 30 hour clock kept time in
the home of its current owner for over 20 years.
The “boss” at the top of the pewter dial proudly
states “Samuel Staufer, Manheim, No. 24”.

Though the purchase of the clock is expected to
be too large an undertaking for our young
organization, the clock, in its all-original state
(except for minor hardware adjustments)
presents a grand opportunity for someone with
an interest in the work of local craftsmen to bi
such an outstanding piece of our heritage back to
its original place of creation. We are looking for
a party to purchase the clock and make it
available for display in the museum. If you or

The Museum now has on loan a Betty Lamp made
by John Long, a Manheim locksmith, in 1852 for
Sem Brubacher. Sem was born January 11, 1813
in Elizabeth Township along East Brubaker Valley
Road, on the same farm where his grandfather and
father were born and raised. In 1834 Sem married
Magdalena Nissley, daughter of Martin & Anna
Bomberger Nissley.

By 1838 Sem and Magdalena moved to a farm east
of Mount Joy which is now 1295 East Main St. It
was on this farm they raised two sons, Martin N.
and Jacob N. Martin became a surveyor in the
Mount Joy area. Jacob served as Bishop in the
Lancaster Mennonite Conference for 30 years and
made saffron boxes and other turned items in
addition to farming.

Sem served as director for Rapho Township and
Pike School, located on the west side of his
property. Sem died in 1887 and is buried with his
wife at the Landisville Mennonite Church. A great
grand daughter, Barbara Brubaker, was married to
Walter Bomberger of Manheim. The Brubacher
family farm is still operated today by a great
grandson, Merle Breneman and his wife Nancy.

The name Betty Lamp evolved from the term
“better lamp” which was considered an
improvement over open fat lamps common in the
19" century.

As | learned my way aroundroticed
many streets with names unlike any other town or village in Central Peansyl Names like Stiegel,
Pitt, Gramby, Wolf, Ferdinand and Charlotte became common on my daily routine throughvtawvn
all know that Stiegel was the founder of this town, but what about all the other names?

First, we most remember that in 1762, when Manheim was established we WvenelstiEnglish rule
Passing by the streets named by Henry William Stiegel's honor, we seether streets honoring
Britons and three more honoring the Germans. Pitt Street was named for thWididen Pitt, Earl of
Chatham who in 1762 was at the height of his powers as statesman and orator. Anotthemnstreet
General Wolfe, a British soldier, who died a hero’s death at the Battle of Quebec in am8y G
Street recalls British soldier John Manners, Marquess of Granby.

As | learned my way around town, | noticed Charlotte Street was namethafteife of Frederick of
Prussia and another Ferdinand after the Duke of Brunswick, a friend of Frederialethe Kain
Street has another story which will be addressed at a later time.

So, next time you walk around town, just imagine what this little town might have beevhige
cows, chickens, women in overflowing dresses and Henry William Stiegelduwdl&se streets. What a
great time that must have been!
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
