Street and was the next door neighbor to craftsman and
wood turner Daniel Danner. Daniel was the father of
merchant, antique collector and museum owner George
H. Danner. The Daniel Danner home is still standing at
73 South Charlotte Street but the Jacob F. Bauder home
which occupied the lot next to the Danner property on the

In 1964, they sold gas for 24.9 cents a gallon.
One cent out of every gallon sold went to Mr. Gib-
ble, their landlord. The station was open from 9 am
to 9 pm seven days a week. The cars had to stop on
