In 1993 Catherine Black received the Red Rose
payment, and in 2002 she visited the garden at the
Foundation to see the bell from the first church.

Pictured is the bell that hung in the First
Lutheran Church in Manheim in 1772. The bell
was owned by George H. Danner but was not part
of the collection that was sold to Milton Hershey.
In 1944 Mr. Gilbert of Lebanon conducted an auc-
tion of the many things still owned by the Danner
estate and it was at this auction that Charles Heff-
ner of Reading purchased the bell.

The person providing this information attended the
auction with his father and he saw tall case clocks,

several music boxes, a high poster bed and many
wonderful early antique items. It was at this auc-
tion that Miles Keiffer purchased the door from the
original Stiegel Office. Many years later, Charles
Heffner offered to sell the bell to Miles, but they
could not agree on a price. Mr. Heffner continued
to own the bell until in the late 1960’s when it was
sold to a Berks County collector. Several years
ago the bell changed ownership again and it is now
back in Lancaster County.
