George McKearin said the following
about items 2 and 3: “Small creamer and sugar
bowl and cover; sapphire blue; pattern-molded in
ogival patternset found in a private home near
Manheim. Creamer, height 3. Mr. McKearin
sold the creamer in 1941 to Titus Geesey, a very
wealthy collector, and it remained in Mr. Geesey’s
family until one of his daughters sold it in an auc-
tion held in New England.

THE FIRST KNOWN use of the dollar sign in a
book is in Chauncey Lee’s 1797 The American Ac-
comptant. Lee uses a single slash for a mill, double
slash for a cent, a double slash with a superimposed
character resembling the letter “S” to represent a
dime, and a double “S” as a dollar sign.
