Another very important indenture has surfaced. In the btsky William Stiegednd His Associates
by George Heiges, you will read, “On Septembdt@01762 the same year in which they bought it,
the Stedmans and their wives sold a one-third undivided share in¢héotidenry William Stiegel.”
Mr. Heiges also tells us that: “What they had on their handstithe was simply 729 acres of land,
which was not even forested, but which was, according to old tales, ugusualnatural meadow
land where early Lancaster County farmers would come fromnidmear to cut the tall grass for hay.
However, good as these 700 and more acres might have been for haystegmd,and his partners
had not purchased the tract for the purpose of making hay.

It is certain that the Stedmans and Stiegel conferred on thibiptiss of the Rapho Township tract
before the Stedmans bought it; and it is just as certain that by the timel Satally had the papers to
show that he was owner of one-third of it, all the ground work concerhengde to which the tract
was to be put had been accomplished.
